We are pleased that International Review of Law (IRL) is presenting its third print volume
comprising the tenth and eleventh issues published to date, coinciding ten articles and a new
leadership team.

We are happy that this volume attracted authors from a variety of countries who shed light —
some in Arabic and others in English — on contemporary research questions. We believe the
diversity of such submissions helps the aimed-for global initiatives of IRL.

The first paper (Schwabach) of issue ten is a comparative research on real property under the
civil codes of Qatar and California. The second paper (Mahasneh) studies the legal regulation of
money transfer in Qatar.
