Green Social Theory as a Bridge Between the Social Sciences and Natural
Sciences *

Abstract

This article aims to highlight the central role that green social theory can play in providing
appropriate answers to questions related to interactions between humans and their natural sphere
and the role of these interactions in the dangerous and accelerating environmental deterioration that
the world is experiencing today. The article argues that traditional social theory, given its
epistemological dependence on Western dichotomies that ontologically separate society from
nature, culture from nature, and the outside from the inside, fails to provide valid explanations for
this environmental phenomenon. Hence, green social theory is an alternative conceptual matrix
that can help to understand the current environmental degradation by re-bridging nature and
society, and then bridging between the natural sciences and social sciences by developing an
integrated interdisciplinary approach. To this end, the article discusses the oppositions that derive
from society/nature dichotomy, presents the intellectual and political context in which the green
social theory arose, and then examines the main principles on which the green social theory is based.
